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Walks in the River 
Chess catchment
The River Chess rises in springs to the north and west of 
Chesham, located is a series of dry valleys which converge 
on the town, separated by ridges – Chartridge, Asheridge 
and Hawridge.

The walks described in these leaflets connect several country 
pubs in the villages surrounding the town. A (rather limited) 
bus service connects these villages with Chesham, which 
lies at the far end of the Metropolitan railway. Chesham is a 
‘walkers are welcome’ town, with many cafés and restaurants, 
and also a branch of Millets (should you forget your boots). 
The area can also be reached from Great Missenden and 
Wendover (on the Chiltern Railways line to Aylesbury), and 
by car (A413 and A416).

Footpaths in the Chilterns are monitored and maintained by 
volunteers from the Chiltern Society. Should you encounter 
any problems, please contact us.
